le Relative Pronouns and Adverbs

Defining relative clauses give information which is needed to understand the
meaning of the sentence, They are not separated from the main clause by commas.

Who, which and that can be omitted if they refer to the object of the sentence.
whose and where cannot be omitted.

The book fuhich/tha) you bought is on the desk.

She's the girl who/that lives next door.

Non-defining relative clauses give extra information about the person, thing or idea
they refer to. They are always separated from the main clause by commas.

Relative pronouns and adverbs cannot be omitted in non-defining relative clauses,
nor can we use that instead of who or which.

Mr Brown, who is our geography teacher, is quite old.

Our car, which cost us a lot, keeps breaking down.
